Qana: A New Massacre 
• Bombing raid killed at least 60 people, 37 of them children 

inside a three-storey building in Qana. 

• Qana is a small town which contain a main base for the united 
nation observers.

• Those families fled the Air Strikes bombardment of their own 
cities and they hoped to find security inside this town

• It is very important to mention that the same town was 
subjected to a similar massacre in 1996 inside the UN base.

Lebanon started 
experiencing hell on 

July 12th, 2006



It started with bombing crowded cities, 
airports, seaports, fuel storage tanks, 
villages, grain silos, bridges, main 

roads, communication masts, and light 
houses.



By then, tens of thousands of foreign nationals either working in or 
visiting Lebanon were trapped

At least: 70,000 nationals from the Arabian Gulf, 25,000 
Americans;  25,000 French; 22,000 British; 40,000 Canadian; 
25,000 Australians; 4,500 Swedes; 4,500 Germans; 35,000 
Filipinos, …..
